Enrollment for the 2026-2027 School Year is now OPEN! Early enrollment helps us plan for the 
year ahead, so please complete the process as soon as possible, by Monday, March 16th. 
Registration for next year is done through your OptionC account (instructions below) and should 
take less than 5 minutes to complete. We look forward to another amazing year together!  
 
If your child will not be enrolling for next year for any reason, please call or email the school 
office to let us know so we are aware and can plan accordingly. 
 
All students who are registered for next year, or have notified the school that they will not be 
registering, by Monday, March 16th will receive a Casual Dress Dollar.  
 
All families who plan on returning must complete:

Go to Office → click on Registration  
To re-register current students for the next school year: 

​​ 1. Click on the Re-register Student(s) Form buttons and add or confirm the 
information is correct. 

​​ 2. Select the student(s) you wish to register by selecting the check box next to the 
phrase “Register next year?” in your registration form(s) and save or check it on this 
page. 

​​ 3. Click on the green Submit Student Registration button to submit your student 
registration. 

If you have not logged into OptionC before, you can go to the link above and type in your 
email address that you provided the school with and under the password area click on 
“reset password.” Please call or email the school office if you need any assistance. 
 
Wisconsin Parental Choice Program:  
Did you know your child may qualify for tuition-free education at our school through the 
Wisconsin Parental Choice Program (WPCP)? This program provides eligible families with a 
100% tuition voucher,making a high-quality, faith-based education accessible to all. The WPCP 
is a state-funded program that allows students from low-middle-income families to attend private 
schools, including St. Andrew Parish School, at no cost to the family. Enrollment for the 2026-27 
school year is now open! Please note that the program has changed the application period(s). 
New and Returning families must apply through the DPI website during the enrollment 
period NOW through March 20th. Don’t wait—this opportunity can provide your child with an 
exceptional education at no cost to you!

*You must turn in all required documents BEFORE the end of the application period of March 
20th. *Supporting documents must be dated between December 1st, 2025 through March 20, 
2026. 
 
If you will not be able to complete the application AND provide your supporting documents 
before March 20, 2026 please contact the school office to discuss an alternative application 
period. 
 
Residency Documentation: All parents must provide residency documentation. 
Income Documentation: Parents of students that participated in the Choice program in the 
prior year are not required to provide income documentation. 
 
Parents of new students to the program must show income eligibility by either: 
(1) providing their social security number or taxpayer identification numbers during the 
application completion process and having the Department of Revenue determine whether the 
student is income eligible 
–OR – 
(2) using the Department of Public Instruction (DPI) Income Determination method by answering 
a series of income questions in the online parent application. Generally, documentation must 
be submitted directly to the school(s) if the parent selects the DPI Income Determination 
method.
